English

Learners will engage with texts exploring themes of school,
belonging, family, and friendship. They read and comprehend
imaginative texts, including decodable books, oral stories,
picture books, and poetry.

Through these texts, learners explore characters, settings,
and events, making personal connections and expressing
preferences. Learners create short texts, such as drawings,
statements, performances, or recounts, to retell stories, share
ideas, and express opinions on characters and texts.

For assessment our learners share ideas about a
favourite story with a partner.

Humanities and Social Sciences (HASS)

Learners will:

e explore family structures and relationships

identify personal and family history

examine family diversity

investigate how families commemorate important events
recognise how family stories are shared through historical
sources

e present stories of past family events

Mathematics

Learners will:

e use physical and virtual materials to connect
number names, numerals, and quantities.

e recognise and create repeating patterns in
various contexts

e identify sameness, difference, and change
through play-based pattern and position
activities

e use familiar language to ask questions,
explain thinking, and reason mathematically

e explore and represent data by collecting,
sorting, quantifying, and comparing

The Arts (Specialist Teacher)

Music

Learners compose, perform and respond to music
using the elements of music and discuss where
and why people make music.

Drama

Learners will explore and gain confidence in
experiencing a short story and explore the setting
and characters through ‘process drama’ activities.
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Learners explore the natural world through questions
and observations, using their senses, simple tools and
safe procedures. They record observations in different
ways and explore how Aboriginal peoples and Torres
Strait Islander peoples share knowledge about living
things. Learners identify external features of plants and
animals and use these to group and classify living things.

Health and Physical Education

(Specialist Teacher)

Health

Learners explore information about what makes them
unique and their strengths and achievements. They
participate in play.

Physical Education

Learners develop their fundamental movement skills
while completing beanbag activities and challenges
within groups of varying sizes.

Learners build language comprehension through shared and dialogic reading,
exploring diverse texts across subjects. They develop a love of reading, fostering
curiosity and enjoyment. A library bag is required for weekly borrowing.
